Under the tutelage of experienced photographers like Indian
lensmen Shyam Prasad and Aditya Arya, and Italian pho-
tographers like Eolo Perfido, skilled at shooting portraits
and Luca Bonacini, who is a photographer with UNICEF,
Francesca was introduced to the art of photography. With a
camera in one hand, roaming about on the streets and vil-
lages, there is uncertainty about what one would find that
catches one’s fancy.

Francesca is a traveller, not a tourist; an insider, not a guest.
